This new and unique Certificate Program is offered in partnership with Literacy BC, the 
Centre for Family Literacy, 2010 Legacies Now and Vancouver Community College.  
 
The first of its kind in Canada, this Certificate offers the knowledge and skill base for those 
who are currently looking or wish to work in the family literacy field. Courses are 
designed to provide expertise to individuals who will be well prepared to design, develop, 
implement and administer community-based and school-based family literacy programs.
